• Some highlights: 
o 856 CUSCOM graduates joined practices in Colorado in the last 5 years 







o Turnover of program directors is stable (16% in 2022/23) but program coordinator 
rate is higher (32% in 2022/23) 


o ACGME Accreditation Status is Continued Accreditation 
o ACGME likes for program directors to stay for as long as the program is at least 


(e.g. 3 year training program, program director should be there at least for 3 
years) 


o Lack of verbal feedback by faculty has come up and considered a responsibility of 
faculty  


o ACGME Faculty & Resident Surveys – at or above national avg in all areas on 
faculty survey 


o At or above national avg in all areas on resident survey except instruction on 
minimizing effects of sleep deprivation (they do a training so may just be 
forgetting they did this training module)

Faculty Survey 


• All Faculty Survey is out, will be open through March  
• 21% overall response rate as a few days ago 
• The three top groups –$25 worth per respondent in lump sum to be used for wellness 
• What protections are in place for the marginalized groups? 


o Outside company is being used to de-identify the data and also the data only goes 
back to the highest level of similarity (e.g. full professor female) 


 
FAMLI 


• Presented by: Olawunmi Ogunwo and Lisa Landis 
• Approved by Colorado voters in 11/2020 
• Since January 2023 we have been paying 0.9% of wages as 50/50 split between 


employers and employees 
• Wage based calculation of how much FAMLI is going to pay (e.g. annualized wage 


156,000, FAMLI pays 37% - there is a calculator provided by the state and linked 
through CU website) 


• $1100 is the max/week 
• This is basically open to everyone, all employees eligible except some students on 


stipends  
• Application is in the employee portal and can beginning applying now 
• CU FAMLI will require a medical certification, departmental HR will only know that is 


approved but no other details 
• Application required for FAMLI, FML and Parental Leave cases 
• Encourage employees to apply, contact leave@cu.edu. They would prefer if everyone 


went through them to make sure that leave is equitable among all CU employees (not that 
certain members make deals with their Division and then don’t know what they could 
have) 


• Basically have 12 weeks in the calendar year starting in January but does not rollover 
• Have to live and work in Colorado, based on your address

Faculty Senate Updates – Cheryl Welch 


• Review of SOM Rules Changes 2024 Faculty Senate Voting Results 
o 96-100% approval across the board except 87% for “Role of the Dean of the 


SOM” and 89% for “Departmental Reviews” 
• Faculty senators serve 2-year terms and current terms ends this year 
• Each department entitled to 1 senator for every 40 faculty members holding rank of 


Instructor or above 
• ¼ senators from Basic Science departments 
• Current senators can be re-elected 
• Next Faculty Senate Meeting in September 


Promotion Task Force Recommendations – Dr. Miriam Post and Dr. Steven Lowenstein 


• Promotions Task Force convened by Dr. Dyrbye in 2023, Chaired by Dr. Sunita Sharma 
• Highlight some of the Task Forces key recommendations: 
1. Involve the Department Evaluation Committee upon hiring new faculty at Associate or 


Full Professor (e.g. promotion dossier can be assembled and submitted prior to start date 
if there is a signed letter of offer, LOR used at time of hire may replace external referee 
letters), Dossiers for new hires will be reviewed by FPC as they are received (Sept-June) 







2. SOM-level dossier reviewed (for appts & promotions) will increase to 10 months/year 
(submission deadline will remain 10/31 but earlier submissions will be encouraged to 
facilitate earlier reviews), Faculty approved for promotion will receive immediate 
notification (change in rank & Table 1 salary increases will take effect the following July 
1) 


3. Promotion Tracks and Titles – explore options for titles 
4. Nomenclature for clinical (volunteer) faculty titles 
5. Time clock for promotion to Associate Professor 


- Majority of faculty in survey felt time clock should be removed or had no opinion, 
OFA will pursue a change to SOM policies to enable faculty to request an indefinite 
waiver of the time clock with an accompanying SOM policy to require ongoing 
mentorship/support for faculty choosing indefinite waiver 


6. Updating and streamlining the application process and dossier preparation 
7. Opportunity to update and streamline data acquisition to avoid duplication of work 


between promotions and annual reviews 
• Questions/Answers: 


o Q: Department vs SOM reviews (e.g. # of peer-reviewed publications to be 
promoted is a Division rule but not a SOM rule)  


o A: This is an opportunity. We do have to respect the differences but historically 
have not pushed the Divisions on this 


o Q: What about using CHAT GPT to write letters?  
o A: This hasn’t been looked at. Dean Zimmer said that for the medical students 


machine learning should not be used for reflective writing. 
o Q: How does this affect people promoting this year or next year? 
o A: Want to get the word out and get the guide updated, Departments will be 


reached out to provide guidance on the new changes, suggestion to put it in the

- Question about the Dean’s review on a “regular basis” rather than defined interval?  
o This is an annual review currently but ultimately did not want to prescribe it 


since this is determined by the Chancellor. Previously this review had been 
every 5 years. 


- Voting discussed – by line item vs group similar topics together 
o Voting by line item may be granular but may be able to group items. 
o  Discussed electronic voting by line item but concern that too many clicks. If 


group items then if you disagree with one item you may vote against the 
entire section.  







- Decision made to vote electronically by line item prior to June Faculty Senate 
meeting 


- June meeting will be to discuss items where there was variability in voting 
- Senators who are on the Rules and Governance Committee or any other committee 


in which they would vote on these will abstain from voting with the Faculty Senate so 
as to not vote twice.

Update on Research Space Guidelines – Dr. Buttrick 


• Research space is a fixed and expensive resource: 3rd most expensive resource and it’s
limited.


• Looked at this a few years ago and attempted to make a more efficient use of it to identify
functionally underutilized space to foster our research mission


• 42700 SF space was utilized (8% of total), ultimately 26,650 feet was usable and 25-30
modules were compressible


o This space was ultimately given new recruits (65 PIs)
o 28 modules (not very much) are currently vacant.


• There is urgency to the need to identify new space
• Basic productivity metric is research dollars per square foot of space has informed


research space use but need proactive management of space
• Research space under the purview of the Chancellor and space assigned to the SOM is


managed by the SOM Dean’s Office
• We need partnership between the Dean’s Office and Academic units to ensure appropriate


usage, more consistency and transparency







• Need ¹ want and goal to optimize space utilization, Department/divisional review needs
to be both realistic and granular, shared responsibility between the SOM and academic
units


• Transitions:
o Newly recruited junior faculty are entitled to ~3 years of ramp up time however


initial space commitments should acknowledge reasonable expectations for initial
activity as well as growth opportunities (K awards are mentored and don’t
necessarily entitle recipients to dedicated lab space)


o New grants don’t necessarily entitle new space


• Moving forward Metrics:
o Lab-based research expenditures adjusted per sq feet of assigned research space.


This does not include money spent in linked activities (e.g. AEF and endowment
funds that aren’t being spent directly on research activities, patient recruitment
costs, travel, etc that don’t link directly to research space utilization)


o Secondary metric is funded research personnel (e.g. post-docs, lab managers)
assigned to space and supported by research funds


o Wet – tissue
Damp – largely patient facing, clinical sample collection outside of the lab but
processing takes place in the labs
Dry – computational science


• Space that is underutilized (even within historically identified unit footprints) will revert
to DOM to be used for new, hopefully geographically thematic, recruitment


• No new space requests from academic units will be entertained until the unit has
performed a careful data driven assessment of utilization patterns and have optimized the
existing space (modeled after UPenn)


• Barriers to Implementation:
o This is culture change and it is appreciated that culture change doesn’t happen


overnight
o Data collection is critical (requires partnerships with OGC, OIT, WebSpace,


Archibus teams)
o Requires attractive reolocation options for clinical and computational science-


based teams (about 25%)
o Inherent challenges to advocate for faculty and research


• Timeline
o Data for all ~420 investigators captured by Fall 2023
o Data validated, annotated and provided to units in Dec-Jan
o Data reviewed by units and plans to improve efficiency/consolidation Jan-March
o Archibus/WebSpace review at campus level commences in March
o Goal to do this twice a year


• Expectations for 2023:
o Comprehensive data-driven review of utilization by unit leadership







o ID of opportunities for immediate space consolidation by unit leadership
o Re-organization of lab footprints to optimize future recruitment in collaboration


with SOM
o This mostly affects RC1 and RC2

Department of Ophthalmology Updates – Dr. Seibold 
 


• Dr. Naresh Mandava really has brought forth a vision to grow the Department over the 
last 15 years and recruit faculty. 


• Very collegial group which they credit to their success. 
o Grown from 12-15 faculty to 81 faculty over 4 clinic sites, 20 secondary faculty 
o 8 different sections with fellowships in each of the sections (currently 24 


residents, 9 fellows) 
o 48 research staff and postdoctoral fellows 
o Since 2020, 61 patents 
o 2021-2023 32 research grants 
o 30 active clinical trials 
o 129,000+ patient visits by CU faculty FY2023, 6900+ surgeries in FY2023 


 
• They are innovating to help with access – e.g. bilateral cataract surgeries, moving cataract 


surgery from OR to procedural room  
• They have built their own training programs at every level (e.g. Ophthalmic Assistant 


Academy, Ophthalmic Tech Bootcamp Training, Ophthalmic Scribe Academy, 
Ophthalmic High School Internship Program) 


 
• Major research programs in: macular degeneration, glaucoma, cataract and lens disorders, 


diabetic eye disease, artificial medical intelligence, translational research – device 
development, regenerative medicine, epidemiology, Cochrane Review 


• One of the first sites in the world to use gene therapy. 
• CellSight – Ocular Stem Cell and Regeneration Research Program 


o Retinal transplant to treat age-related macular degeneration. 
• One of 10 companies have come out of the Department, Kahook Dual Blade 
• Division of Ophthalmic Epidemiology Registry – opportunities for all learners and 


faculty to use. 
• Cochrance Eyes and Vision – “methodological ‘hub’ to train and assist ophthalmologists, 


optometrists, and others interested in vision science with methodology of systematic 
reviews.” 


• Lots of expansion in the works – improving access, 3-4 new fellowship spots, expansion 
from 3 ORs to 7 ORs, recruitment of physicians and staff, AI,
