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	Reason for Nomination: When we were assigned our first-year clinical preceptors in fall 2023, I was initially nervous to have been matched with a preceptor in palliative care - I was unsure that I would be prepared enough as a medical student to work with a specialist in such an important and intuitive field. 



Before my first shift with Dr. Vipler, she took an hour out of her day to get to know me and listen to my thoughts and concerns about the next year of medical school and working with her. As I came to learn, she treated me the same way she treats her patients: she showed interest, listened without interruption, communicated her expectations for the both of us, responded to my concerns, and clearly outlined a plan.



Over the course of the past year, I have been more or less awestruck by Dr. Vipler's skills as a communicator, physician, and mentor. Her ability to read a person, a hospital room, and the many interpersonal dynamics involved in medicine and palliative care is truly special.
