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	Reason for Nomination: Going into my first day of precepting, toting a stethoscope I still didn’t quite know how to use and just a couple months of coursework under my belt, my nerves were running high. I stepped into the first patient room with Dr. Manning and listened while he expertly discussed the patient’s care and addressed her concerns with remarkable compassion, skills that I instantly admired. Dr. Manning encouraged me to listen to the patient’s heart murmur, and as I donned my stethoscope (earbuds briefly backwards) to do so, my nerves were replaced with excitement for all of the learning to come in the year ahead.

Throughout this year, Dr. Manning has fostered a supportive and engaging learning environment each time I’ve joined him for a shift. Stepping out of that first patient room, he patiently helped me to understand the physiology behind a heart murmur and what to listen for on exam. With each patient we saw from that point forward, he always took the time to thoroughly explain each patient’s diagnosis and management to me, and to answer any questions I had about everything from clinical decision-making to navigating difficult conversations.
