Hours of Operation (effective 4/6/20):

· 7 days a week

· 7am-12midnight (2-hour closure mid-day for cleaning, outlined below under Custodial Cleaning)



Building Access/Badging:

· 7am-5pm - East Entrance Doors open and unlocked

· Very clear signage posted on doors with hours of operation and access limited to providers for showering.  

· Gym is Closed.  

· 5pm-12midnight - East Entrance Doors on badge access only for anyone with an active CU badge (If we can expand the use to UCH or CHCO staff we will make the necessary changes) 

· Encourage providers to always carry badges with them and to check expiration dates

· SOM providers can reach out to their home department DFA for CU badge renewal needs/badge access issues.  If anything needs to be escalated, Suzann Ruedeman can assist.  

· 12midnight-7am - East Entrance Doors locked

· AHWC has a panic button installed at the front desk that can be pushed in case of emergency. This button notifies Campus PD directly.  



Custodial Cleaning/Cleaning Supplies:

· Cleaning Schedule - 7 days a week, once per day, 12pm-2pm.  (2-hour window may shift in the future as peak times are confirmed.):

· Website to ‘go live’ the morning of Monday, 4/6

· Providers can access this page to see if there are openings and/or wait times  

· At this time, webpage will not be used for reservations or tracking providers by name but if we need to do this because of high demand during certain times, we will look into this

Flow for Showering Facilities:

· Providers and staff enter building through east entry doors (see map)

· Provider checks in at front desk with AHWC staff

· Staff manages queuing of providers, including updating webpage and managing social distancing in lobby/waiting areas  

· There are 22 showers 

· 10 people in the women’s locker room, 

· 10 people in the men’s locker room,

· 2 ADA showers (unisex)

· Provider checks in at front desk 

· If scrubs were checked out through UCH, staff will enter the number of pieces returned so credits can be placed on provider’s account

· If scrubs were checked out through UCH, after showering provider places soiled scrubs in a linen basket inside each locker room. (Clearly labeled so towels or other linens do not go in this bin.) 

· [bookmark: _GoBack]If scrubs/clothes are personal property, staff will provide clear plastic bag for provider to place them in and take with them home after showering

· When a shower is available, staff gives each provider a spray bottle and cleaning towel to wipe down the shower before and after showering, and 2 body towels

· Providers and staff access the basement/locker rooms through the center/western stair (see attached figure)

· If ADA access is required, elevators are to be used

· After showering Provider places soiled towels in a linen basket inside each locker room.  (Clearly labeled so scrubs do not go in this bin.)

· Provider returns spray bottle to front desk staff.  This notifies staff that a shower is available.  The staff will wipe down spray bottle, gets clean cleaning towel and 2 body towels ready for next provider between providers

Starting tomorrow, we have operationalized a process to allow faculty/fellows/residents to use the
Anschutz Health and Wellness Center (AHWC) to shower before going home. | have including the
detailed operation plan for you to distribute to the members of your departments. Please know that
we will work to adjust to make this work based on need. There are 22 showers (10 female, 10 male,
2 ADA (unisex) and we may need to adjust but our colleagues have worked very hard to create a plan
to start with and our IT colleagues have developed an app so people can see if there is a queue.

Please review the operations outline but | want to highlight a couple of important things to
remember;



. We are starting the pilot with CU SOM faculty/fellows and residents. If this works well and we
can handle the numbers we will expand it to also include UCH/CHCO staff.
. Hours are 7am-midnight but the building will be closed from 12-2pm daily for cleaning. We
can adjust that time if we need to but that was my initial best guess for a time that would
work.
. Faculty/fellows/residents need to have their badge to get in. There is additional
information in the operations outline about this.
. Entry will be in the East side of the building with signage how to get to the showers (map
included)
. There is a website that will let people see if there is a queue which will go live tomorrow. We
are working on the ability to make a reservation.

. If a provider has UCH issued scrubs, we have arranged for them to be able to turn them in at
AHWC and they will be picked up daily by UCH staff and credit will be given to your account.
Please read the details in the attached document.
. If a provider is wearing their own clothes in the hospital, we will give them a bag to take them
home in.
. Providers are given a spray bottle when they go down to shower. the spray bottle really helps
us keep track of the number of people in the showers. It can be used to spray the shower
between use for extra safety (70% ethanol solution) and the bottle itself will be wiped down
between providers
. Most importantly, please ask colleagues to be thoughtful and efficient in using of the
showers(that means quick ) and to follow the directions outlined so that we can
accommodate all who want to use this service.
